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Scholarship Guidelines

Scholarship Value
Scholarships are valued at 50% of published tuition each and are renewable annually provided criteria
are met. In almost all cases, scholarships represent awards of 50% of the annual tuition rates.

Eligibility

AIS-Salzburg scholarships are awarded to boarding and day students who are returning to AIS-Salzburg
for the upcoming school year and will be enrolled in grades 8 through 12. All applicants must have
completed at least one year of enrollment at AIS-Salzburg and achieved a cumulative grade-point
average of at least 3.00. Seventh graders and post-graduates are not eligible for this award.

Application Deadline
Scholarship candidates are asked to complete the application process by mid-April each year.

Criteria

The successful award recipients should possess the following attributes:

Demonstrated commitment to academic success

Dedication to a variety of extracurricular activities

Commitment to the pursuit of post-secondary educational opportunities

Contribution to the school community

Intention to maintain enrollment in our boarding school community

Demonstrated agreement, active support, and commitment to the AIS-Salzburg mission and goals
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Scholarship Application Procedure

Part One - Re-enrollment Intention
All scholarship applicants must have completed and returned a Statement of Intent to re-enroll at AIS-
Salzburg for the 2009-2010 school year.

Part Two - Letter from the Applicant

Applicants are requested to write and submit a letter of application to the school administration. In your
letter, please comment on the following statement as it relates to you: “Students at AIS-Salzburg pursue
academic excellence in an environment where the character also grows.” This must be submitted to the
AIS-Salzburg administration before April 17, 2009.

Part Three - Student Profile
Applicants are requested to complete and submit the Profile form (in this packet).

Part Four - Letters of Reference

Submit two letters of reference from professionals who know you well. Select those who can comment on
your academic, athletic, leadership, and community service merits and accomplishments. One of these
letters must be submitted by a teacher or staff member of the American International School-Salzburg. All
letters of reference must be submitted to the school administration directly and before April 17, 2009.

Part Five - Interview

As of April 20, all candidates applying for scholarships will be invited to interview with the AIS-
Salzburg administration. Decisions are made by the AIS-Salzburg administration immediately
thereafter and all candidates informed of the outcome.
